 2  Summary Findings

 2.1  Outpatient Care

78% of Tbilisi’s population could cover the cost of outpatient healthcare without borrowing or devastating family finances, at the average cost of 48.22 GEL per outpatient consultation. The mean fee paid per outpatient consultation at private clinics/offices was 53.09 GEL and it includes 14.8% of cases receiving free or discount services. The most common reason stated for free services was that the provider was a friend or relative. For the remaining 22% of the population encountering difficulty paying for the fees, the most common way to raise money was to borrow from friends/ relatives followed by selling household valuables.

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 2.2  Inpatient Care

Only 6% of Tbilisi’s population (90,000 people) could cover the cost of inpatient care without borrowing or devastating family finances, at the average cost of 879 GEL per hospitalization including “zero” values (7% were entirely free of charge, 27% reported that some component of the care was provided for free). The average cost of hospitalization, per day, was 70.1 GEL. Cost varied significantly by hospital type, 65 GEL / day – 190GEL / day. Strategies for coping with expenses again included borrowing and selling valuables, but a substantial portion (18.6%) of the hospitalized left early against doctors’ advice, stating inability to pay.

According to the latest available figures (2004) Tbilisi’s hospitalization rate is 10.2% with 6.8 days Average Length of Stay (ALOS). This rate has increased every year since 1999.

 2.3  Income level

Tbilisi’s highest income quintile (300,000 people) was twice more likely to seek treatment and hospitalized four times more than the lowest income quintile. The highest income quintile paid four times more per outpatient consultation than the lowest income quintile and twice more per day of hospitalization.
